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CLASS “B” REGISTRANTS

In your Class “B” Rule book, you will find the following rules:

o Men must take all jobs offered to them, including skill-related jobs
for which they have been trained in accordance with Section 9.4 of
the PCLCD.

e Any Class “B” men dispatched for a new job or job replacement
shall be allowed to hold the job until completion of the job with the
exception of key jobs (key holdmen, UTR’s and C/L.’s excluded).

This means that you can only have comebacks on the following key jobs:
Key hold, UTR’s and C/L’s.

Class “B’s” can take comebacks for Gear jobs
Monday through Friday only.

You cannot have a comeback on HEAVY LIFTS!
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
